	Pupils have been studying a unit called ‘Capturing Conflict’. In this unit they have been looking at a variety of texts, including poems, stories and speeches, linked to the topic of conflict.   
Section A reading: Pupils will respond to an unseen poem focusing on how the poet has used language to convey their meaning and message.  
We are looking for excellent analysis skills (looking at key words and methods that illustrate the key ideas in the poem) and for students to make sound links to the writer’s message.  We would also expect pupils to comment on the structure of the poem – stanzas, rhythm, enjambment and the opening and ending. 
In Section B, pupils will produce a speech expressing their viewpoint on a topical issue linked to conflict.  
They will need to: use a range of language techniques; use sophisticated vocabulary; show they can structure their speech in an interesting and effective way and use sophisticated punctuation such as colons and semi-colons.   
	Teachers will be setting homework to practice these skills – any pupils or parents wishing to see extra practice tasks can contact Mr Cook   
Pupils also have a booklet of conflict related poetry, speeches and articles which can be used to revise the key skills for this assessment.
